Formative assessments are activities which are used for feedback purposes to help the students in their acquisition and practice of knowledge and skills prior to summative evaluation, rather than used to determine grades.

Summative assessments are used in calculating a student’s grade.  The course grade will be based on course work (70% of the final grade) and a two-part Common Final Examination (weighted at 30% of the final grade).  The course work will involve projects, unit exams and projects.

REDO/REPLACEMENT

Students are provided the opportunity to redo or replace summative assessments.  It is important to note the following:

1.  There is a maximum of one redo/replacement for each summative project.
2.  If the student would like to take advantage of the redo/replacement, the student 
     MUST apply to the teacher within TWO days of return of the assessment for 
     redo/replacement.
3.  The student MUST complete specified requirements prior to the 
      redo/replacement.
4.  The higher of the two grades will be awarded.
5.  Failure to show up for a redo/replacement or submission of a redo/replacement 
     by the deadline will forfeit the opportunity, unless an extenuating circumstance 
     is present.
